All: Nations shall come to our light, and kings to the brightness of our dawn. 
 

Leader: Jesus said, “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will 
never walk in darkness but will have the light of life.” 

 
All: Then we shall see and be radiant. The sun shall no longer be our light 

by day, nor shall the moon give light to us by night; but the Lord will be our 
everlasting light, and our God will be our glory.

A city on top 
of a hill can’t be hidden. 15 Neither do people

16 In the same 
way, let your light shine before people, so they 

can see the good things you do and praise your Father who is in heaven.

world, 16 holding fast to the word of life, so that in the day of Christ I may 
be proud that I did not run in vain or labor in vain. 17 Even if I am to be 

poured out as a drink offering upon the sacrificial offering of your faith, I am 
glad and rejoice with you all. 18 Likewise you also should be glad and rejoice
